PRESENTATION STRATEGIES IN EDUCATIONAL E-DISCOURSE
(BASED ON THE TRANSCRIPTIONS OF THE INTERACTIVE WEBINARS
FOR FOREIGN LANGUAGE LEARNERYS)

Abstract. The evolution of distance learning over the last two decades has contributed to an
increase in the level of accessibility of education around the world. Since the announcement of
the COVID-19 pandemic by WHO in 2020, many educational institutions switched to online-
classes, choosing the webinar as a key educational tool. However, in many cases, it is
problematic to quickly and efficiently adapt training courses without compromising their
effectiveness due to the technical limitations of remote work. One of the steps to solving this
problem is a study of effective strategies for organizing webinars. This paper presents some of
the findings of the study that identifies and describes presentation strategies implemented by
teachers at various stages of an online lesson (webinar) to introduce a topic and draw students’
attention to it, introduce the purpose of the lesson and describe its intended results. We also
demonstrate how the illustration tactics can be used in online classes to present the agenda and
motivate students to study.
