1. Summarizer — prepare a brief account of what is happening in the
chapter. Make sure you identify the most important events, ideas, details,
symbols or other significant highlights of the chapter. You need to help your
peers see the overall picture!

2. Word wizard (10 words / phrases per chapter) — find new words and
phrases worth learning, they should be relevant for analyzing the novel. Prepare
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an exercise with them for your group-mates (Quizlet, Wordwall, Bamboozle,
etc.). Don’t forget to note pages where you find the words and the context in
which they were used.

3. Stylistic devices finder (10 devices per chapter) — find the most
prominent stylistic devices. Prepare an activity for your group-mates (identifying
stylistic devices, grouping them, matching them to characters / events, etc.).
Don’t forget to note pages where you find stylistic devices and the context in
which they were used.

4. lllustrator — find pictures, compile a presentation or draw the main
characters / events we encounter in the book, be ready to describe them. You can
make it a guessing game for your group-mates.

5. Analogy finder — your task is to compare what has been happening in the
novel so far (the description of characters mentioned, the plot /storyline and
feelings of characters) to events, people, feelings and places that you have
experienced in your life, seen in a film, read in a book, etc. The main question to
explore here is “Did today’s reading remind you of anything? Explain”. It will
be great if you can illustrate your analogy (music, artwork, etc.).

6. Setting tracer — find a map of London and try to identify the places
where the characters live / work / spend time, be ready to describe these places
and any hidden meanings they may imply. You can make it a guessing game for
your group-mates.

7. Question master / Discussion facilitator — your task is to think of
10 questions for the group to discuss, using the chapters you have read.
Questions should be designed to promote lively conversation and insights about
the book; they should be open questions. Overall, the job is to keep the group
talking and on-task. ldeas for questions: Whar if...? Why did...? What caused...?
What would happen if...? How would you feel if...? If you were... what would
you have done differently? Can you explain...? Can you identify...? What was
going through your mind when you were reading this passage? How did the
main character change as a result of this incident? What motivates the
characters or leads them to make the choices they do? Be ready to answer your
own questions.

8. Context researcher — find and present information about the author and
the book. Try to explore the author’s reasons and motivation for writing the
novel.

9. Project manager — you coordinate the work of the group, (re)distribute
roles, if needed, make sure every task is ready on time, is relevant and connected
to other tasks. It should be a comprehensive project covering a chapter and
connecting it to the previous ones rather than a collection of random pictures and
exercises. You arrange the order of presentation in class and help everything run
smoothly. All in all, you are the boss!
