STUDYING OF ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES IN MEDIA TEXTS

The paper discusses the importance of studying media discourse, especially texts related to
environmental issues. The notion of discourse is considered within the communicative functional
approach as a set of texts united by a common theme and as a particular communicative event
carried out in a certain cognitively and typologically conditioned communicative sphere. The the-
matic approach allows to analyze ecological discourse from the point of specific characteristics
typical for other (more studied) discourse types. The key concepts of ecological discourse are
«nature», «ecology» and «environmental protection». The main objective of ecological media dis-
course is to draw attention to environmental issues and to encourage the audience to protect the
environment, as well as to form environmental awareness.
