EVOLUTION OF THE THEME OF LONELINESS AND ALIENATION
IN THE EXISTENTIAL PROSE OF A. CAMUS (ON THE MATERIAL
OF "MYTHE DE SYSIPHE" AND "L'ETRANGER")

This study examines Albert Camus' existentialist themes through two central cycles in his
works: one centered on the absurd, arising from the disconnect between ideals and reality, and the
other on rebellion as a response to existential absurdity. The novel "L'étranger” is part of the absurd
cycle, linked to Camus's philosophical essay "Le Mythe de Sisyphe". In "Le Mythe de Sisyphe,”
Camus explores the philosophical dimensions of the absurd, advocating rebellion for imparting
meaning to existence. The analysis traces the evolution of loneliness and alienation themes, ac-
centuating the pervasive motif of the absurdity of existence. Both "L'étranger” and "Le Mythe de
Sisyphe" intricately explore solitude, employing philosophical reflection and character portrayal
to deepen the sense of isolation. Camus emphasizes that individuals grappling with life's meaning
inevitably confront the absurd, exacerbating their solitude. "L'étranger” portrays Meursault's char-
acter to probe the absurdity in daily life and resultant alienation from societal norms, amplifying
the state of solitude. Both works delve into themes of solitude within the overarching context of
existential absurdity.
