THE FEMALE IMAGE IN DING LING’S WORKS

This article examines the concept of the "new woman" in the period of Chinese modernisa-
tion and her representation in the literature of women writers who were first given the opportunity
to act as narrators. The article establishes the main components of the female image in the small
prose of Ding Ling's early period as one of the most productive writers of her generation, condi-
tioned by the cultural and socio-economic situation of China in the first half of the twentieth cen-
tury, which converge and distinguish the protagonists of her works from the protagonists created
by other writers of the May Fourth group.
