THE SACRED SIGNIFICANCE OF THE RITUAL
OF THE CHRISTMAS DINNER

The article is devoted to the theme of Christmas. The winter solstice holiday, originally pa-
gan, took on a new meaning after the adoption of Christianity and is celebrated today.
