For some 4000 years by the time of the Roman conquest farming had been
around in Britain. In the 1st century AD Romans built extraordinary palaces
accompanied by gardens, such as Fishbourne Roman Palace in Sussex. Its garden
1s characterized by formal, low hedges, walls and fences with orchards, frescos and
colonnaded verandas.

In medieval England gardens used to be small, enclosed, with turf seats and
mounds, hedges and fences; they were called physic gardens and had rectangular
beds, like those in Haddon Hall, Montacute House and Hampton Court Palace.

Tudor parks and gardens, such as the one at Chiswick House, were made to
display newly found wealth, success and power and showed Italian influence: they
were knot gardens enclosed in hedges or walls, with harmony of line and
proportion; they included temples, statues, and classical ornaments. Stuart gardens
to a large extent exhibited formal Italianate and French styles.

Georgian gardens (such as at Burghley House, Blenheim Palace, Longleat,
Petworth House) were, on the other hand, informal, landscaped, with open
parkland and rounded lakes. They were called landscape gardens and had
hedgerow, gravel walks, grottoes and even fake ruins.

In Victorian times there appeared many colourful public gardens (Hidcote
Manor Gardens or People’s Park in Halifax), which were characterized by Italian
style balustrades and terraces, massed beds of flowers, exotic colours and intricate
designs. Then the 20™ century brought the so-called cottage gardens, with mixed
styles, herbaceous borders, clean design lines and lighting effects.

It should be mentioned that in the UK there are around 27 million people who
partake in gardening. In 2014 the gardening retail market was said to be worth
around £5 billion. The HTA (Horticultural Trades Association) states that the
market for gardening i1s buoyant and has seen steady growth over the last
10-15 years due to the amount of disposable income increasing over that time.

Yet, throughout Britain there are gardens great and small, formal and
informal, private and public, that illustrate the British passion for creating green,
growing spaces of their own. All are different, and all have a distinct personality.

The history of gardening in England reveals itself as an aesthetic expression
of beauty through art and nature, a display of taste or style in civilized life, an
expression of an individual’s or culture’s philosophy, and sometimes as a display
of private status or national pride — in both private and public landscapes.
