THE UK BREXIT VACILLATIONS
AND THEIR SOCIO-CULTURAL CONNOTATIONS

As a result of the UK referendum Britain’s membership of the European
Union held on 23 June 2016 Leave supporters won by 52 % with more than 30
million people voting.

The former Home Secretary Theresa May took over from David Cameron
who resigned thus becoming the new Prime Minister of the UK. The incumbent
Prime Minister was set to tackle awesome problems which the country faced with
its departure from the European Union ending a 44-year political and economic
union. Britain joined the European Union only in 1973. Moreover, one should
remember that in the 2016 referendum Northern Ireland and Scotland voted to
remain. About 33 % of the British public according to the largest opinion polls
want the UK to leave the EU. They believe Britain 1s being held back by the EU
which they say imposes too many rules on business and charges billions of pounds
a year in membership fees for little in return.
