The purpose of this article is to substantiate the existence of the southern Gothic genre and
to analyze in detail its genre components. As a result of the study, it is revealed that the genre of
southern Gothic contains the following components: chronotope (closed gloomy toposes, appeal
to the “conventional” past), problems (South American slavery, racism, systematic poverty,
family relations and, in particular, patriarchy). Motives characteristic of English Gothic are
transformed in accordance with the South American reality (family secrets, recognition
by portrait, family curse, isolation and escape from it, crime, death, “humanized” supernatural).
For the genre of southern Gothic, in contrast to the English, the use of folklore elements is
characteristic, and it will also take superstitions. The religious coloring of the mystical element
and grotesqueness are noted as a characteristic of the characters in the southern Gothic work.
